	Development of Lesson:
	Teaching Points:

	Starter (10 Mins.) – Discuss how previous lessons have developed and built on the ideas presented in each session (organisational structure → departmental/functional structure → information flow → information processing systems → management information systems). 
State that this lesson will be drawing together elements from all previous sessions and requiring each to be pieced together to form a report very similar to that required by the assessment. 
Distribute handout sheets “005 ICT Serving Organisations (Directed Task) - Handout.doc”. Using double-sided copying = 2 sheets per student. 

Main Activity (duration to be decided from feedback and by formative assessment) – Read and discuss lesson handout (see above). Compare student progress and comments with details in accompanying course specification. 
The tasks given here should comprise at least two, double-period lessons, perhaps more depending on student progress. 

Summative Assessment – should be provided according to criteria given in the aforementioned AQA document. 
Plenary (15 Mins.) – Discuss tasks, requirements and the following session. 
	Discuss points arising from student feedback and develop, providing explanations which draw on previous lessons and accompanying OCR document. 
Previous lessons have shown how to perform tasks and answers are provided by a combination of the case study and the AQA documentation. 
Definitions and advantages/disadvantages of communications technologies should be researched using internet resources and discussed in class – using AQA documentation as a guideline for what is required. 

Following sessions should complete these tasks and be used to identify areas which must be (i) covered again or (ii) covered in further detail, prior to formal assessment. 



	Differentiation – IEP’s? 

	Make certain that all pupils of different ability levels and learning styles have equal and adequate access to resources and information by varying presentation techniques (e.g., hands-on, visual demonstration and/or audible instruction and accompanying with visual aids).


	Assessment

	Formative (see discussion and question & answer sessions detailed above) and summative by assessing directed tasks and evaluating whether pupils have met objectives adequately and assigning appropriate levels to each.

	Resources

	Sufficient number of working PC’s, whiteboard and whiteboard markers. Sufficient copies of handouts and amount of paper to allow for pupils to hand-write tasks should PC’s fail or any pupil be unable to use a PC for any reason.
