For Unit 13, you must produce: 
• a working website including:

- 
design notes for the web pages

- 
annotated printouts of your own web pages in HTML format and changes made to the code to alter the layout

- 
documentation of the testing of your website

• records showing options set in Internet browser software

• a report of Internet/intranet and server requirements.

To achieve a Grade E you must show you can:

	select and download at least two web pages as a resource for you designs, ensuring that you comply with copyright. 

This should include:

• two pages that provide ideas for your own page layout

• annotate important ideas in your design – these should include text, at least 2 graphics, number, hyperlinks to other pages, tables and forms

	E2
	include in the design documentation:

• structure diagrams, the story board

• programming languages used

• Internet tools, graphic editing

• a task list or action plan

	E3
	set up within a hierarchical website, at least three pages which contains:

• text and numbers as required

• at least two graphics, at least two table

• background and foreground features

• hyperlinks (text and graphic) to other pages in the on-site as required to access all pages created, or pages being linked to home page

	produce printouts of your web pages annotated to explain the features on them 

	E5
	produce details of tests carried out on the websites which ensure that website visitors can access all you pages in the correct order 

	E6
	annotate at least one page identifying script commands used for text layout

	E7
	produce a brief report containing:

• the organisation of Internet and intranet

• methods of connecting to the Internet

• web server requirements

	E8
	set options in browser software


To achieve a Grade C you must also show you can:

	work independently and meet agreed deadlines by carrying out you work plans effectively

	identify clearly what information you require from the WWW before using the browser software

	explain clearly your reasons for choosing the pages that you have downloaded as a resource for your designs

	include in your web pages:

• at least one form

• at least two hyperlinks to appropriate external WWW site pages selected by yourself

• at least one hyperlink to an e-mail address

	annotate at least one page explaining script commands for page layout and components included in the page

	edit script plans to change five aspects of page layout

	set options for other Internet services you have used such as e-mail and news groups and explain the method of connection to the Internet and any security requirements for this link.

	critically evaluate the design and structure of at least two websites that you have downloaded as a resource for your designs or to which your page links

	include, in your web pages, at least one appropriate, interactive feature or other component using a different web language

	A3
	clearly explain the reasons for the inclusion of text, graphics and external hyperlinks you have used

	A4
	add script commands for at least two additional components to at least one web page, that are appropriate for the page being edited from: 

• graphic

• table

• hyperlinks

	review the pages in your website and analyse the strengths and weaknesses of your web pages taking into account any comments received from visitors to you website.

	suggest and justify improvements that can be made to the story board and its implementation

	evaluate an Internet system to which you are connected

	carry out independently the simple editing of a scripted command (using a different web language) for one component to specification

To demonstrate that you have actually completed and maintained a website, you must submit a technical document describing the features included within your website pages.

Annotated Screenshots

The most suitable method of documenting your site is to use annotated screenshots of your pages. There should be at least one screenshot for each of the pages within your site. You may wish to include more than one screenshot if the features you wish to highlight do not display well in one screenshot.

Attempt to cover all the following areas, and those from the checklist.

	Annotation to describe:

	1. Visuals
	1. Use of images.
Describe a sub-set of the images (you do not need to describe every image) used on each page, using terms, as appropriate, such as animated GIF, transparencies, JPG, Flash/Fireworks animations.

2. Colour specifications (# code or colour name). Justify use of colour.

3. Tables for layout. Not just for obvious tables, but also where there are ‘hidden’ tables to position page elements.

	2. Information
	1. New information created by you for your site should be highlighted. Include for this text that you have ‘adapted’ from another web-site or other publication. You should include the full reference for any information that is not completely written by yourself.
You may have created text, and proofed it in Word. If so, you should include a print-out of the proofed text.

2. Indicate dynamic information – that is information that has been updated regularly, for example ‘News’ items or special offers.
Indicate the frequency of change, and you may wish to include some screenshots of previous versions of the information.

	3. Interaction
	1. All script elements should be included.

2. Describe the purpose of the interaction, and how each was achieved. Include some ‘snippets’ of script code, and make sure that you reference any script code that you have adapted from another source. You must reference other sources of code – you get marks for adapting it, not necessarily writing it from scratch.

3. If you have used some form of server-based interaction, for example ‘form responders’ or ‘guest books’ then include some brief information on how you understand it works (you do not need to know exactly).

	4. Software
	1. Describe any special ways in which software like Flash, Dreamweaver, Fireworks and Frontpage were used. For example, using Flash animated buttons, frame creation or Frontpage extensions.


Note:

· Remember for any reference you must include the full website URL.

· Do NOT include any print-outs of the HTML code for your pages.

· You can use the call-out Autoshapes in Word to produce your annotations.

Use the sections described below to create your final evaluation of the website you have created and the processes you followed to develop and maintain it.
To achieve a grade A you must be able to demonstrate that you have included all of the points listed.

Refer to your Skill Set Log, To Do Lists and Release Logs (see ‘Documentation Checklist’) to remind you of the procedures you followed and issues you encountered.

	Description

	1. Overview
	· Describe the process followed to develop your site.

· Demonstrate that you have considered and understood the complex issues for developing and maintaining a website, for example:
- collecting/generating information
- identifying/learning suitable techniques
- compromising between ideas and solutions
- testing the product and getting feedback.

· You should include descriptions of:
- two parts of your work that went well
- two parts of your work that did not go well.

	2. Specification
	· How well does the site meet its original specification?
Refer back to your description of the site and the intended user.

· Have you changed any parts of your site?
List areas that have changed over the course of producing your site, and justify why they have changed.
Detail why you may have included or excluded certain features.
Describe any limitations that you have encountered.

· What user feedback have you had regarding your site?
Include comments from your site reviews, as quotes, that back up your opinion of your site.

	3. Software
	· Describe the software you used to create your site (including simple software such as notepad). Give specific examples.

· List issues/problems you identified when using the software.

· Make comparisons between software, including justification as to why one is more suitable than another in a given situation. (Again, use examples to illustrate your point)

	4. Conclusion
	· How could the site as a whole be improved?
List and justify more than one suggestion for future improvements. You may wish to use points raised from site reviews, and/or your own ideas.

· What specific individual features on your site do you like and dislike?
You should include at least one good and one no-so-good feature.


Note: 
You can use the following to illustrate your points:

· Comparison with other organisations websites.

· Cropped screenshots or yours and others websites.

· References and quotes from users. Remember for any reference you must include the full website URL.
